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A Message from the Director of Adult Education

Despite the difficult times we are in I am delighted to be able to announce an extensive
programme of courses for the Autumn term. Details of some 76 courses are contained in

this brochure which can be more accurately described as a booklet. The brochure can also
be viewed on the adult education section of the school website at www.malahidecs.ie.
Indeed there is a lot of extra information about adult education on this website which also
includes a link to our online enrolment facility at www.feepay.ie. It has been possible to enroll
online since early July for most of our courses.

This September there are 4 FETAC accredited courses available: Childcare, Health and
Safety, Human Resource Management and Food Safety. Other accredited courses are
also available from NUI Maynooth, National College of Ireland, IPASS, Irish Academy of
Public Relations, ECDL and Adobe.The Wednesday schedule of classes continues to expand
as ten classes are on offer on Wednesday afternoon and two on Wednesday night. Also
included in our programme is a series of Pre-college courses and information about these
courses can be found on page 5 & 6.

On the inside back cover page there is an evaluation form available for students to return to
the Adult Education office at any time during or immediately after the course.

After a four year freeze on course fees we have had to make an increase of €10 on our basic
fee of €100. This has been necessary to insure that our programme is self-financing. Our
courses are still great value as we are a non-profit organisation.

Finally writing as Chairman of the National Association of Adult and Community Education
Directors (NACED) I warmly welcome the alleviation of the moratorium on filling of Posts of
Responsibility Circular from the Tánaiste and Minister for Education and Skills Mary
Coughlan The circular was published on July 6th. It outlines that if a Director of Adult
Education retires or resigns in a school the post will be replaced. This is a very significant
announcement as it guarantees the future provision of adult education in Community and
Comprehensive schools.

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Pre-College Courses

For students who wish to embark on a further programme of study such as a
Bachelor of Arts but are unsure as to their readiness to study at third level

and/or uncertain as to what area they wish to pursue, this programme provides

• an introduction to reading, writing, and doing research for college

• an introduction to the humanities in a course that offers short modules in
English Literature, Philosophy, and Psychology.

• an introduction to Cultural Studies covering areas as diverse as politics,
philosophy, post-modernism.

All of these courses are designed to offer the student an opportunity to make
connections and examine problems and situations from more than one angle.

Students attend classes each week, providing them with an opportunity to engage
directly with tutors and fellow students in their learning process. Active participation,
discussion, and critical debate are integral to the course. In addition to the time
spent in the classroom, students also spend time studying on their own and
completing assignments.

This approach is frequently challenging and commits the participants to taking
responsibility for their own learning while exploring their thinking both inside and
outside the classroom.

On completion of the course participants will have developed a familiarity with and
an understanding of third-level work and a general appreciation of the humanities.

COURSES
Preparation for College—the three Rs. (Part I) (See page 24)
Reading, writing, and research form the basis of any third-level programme of
study. This course is designed to equip students with the requisite knowledge and
skills to succeed at college, whatever subject they ultimately choose to study.

• The student will get to know how to read critically and analytically in order
to get the most out of sources, how and where to conduct research, and how
to write essays that build an argument or make a case to best effect in
written assignments.

• The course approaches these crucial skills through a dynamic mix of class
work, workshops, and independent study, allowing students the time and
space to examine his or her thinking and to develop his or her own style.
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Introduction to the Humanities (Part I) (See page 19)
The course is suitable for those who have an interest in the humanities and who would like
to explore the field in all its fascination and diversity. The course is divided into three related
but independent modules:

• English literature aims to introduce students to the fundamentals of literary
analysis, applying diverse critical perspectives. We will study a number of novels in
their cultural and historical place to appreciate the ways in which literature functions
in society.

• Philosophy literally means ‘love of wisdom’. This module will examine the major
thinkers of the nineteenth- and twentieth-centuries in order to approach an
understanding of the fundamental assumptions or beliefs that shape our lives and
our culture. Is there any such thing as objective reality? Do we have free will? Is there
life after death? Students will learn to think for themselves, to analyse problems, to
assess existing ways of thinking, and to reason and argue clearly and independently.

• Psychology is about ‘the hunger, the thirst, the sex, the tears, the laughter, the
kicks, the punches, the flow of images we call thought, the feelings, the words, the
stories, the beliefs, the music and the poetry, the happiness and the ecstasy’ of being
human. This course covers all of these and more in order to explore the relevance
of psychology in our lives.

Introduction to Cultural Studies (Part I) (See page 10)
Cultural Studies is an interdisciplinary field, drawing on a diverse array of theories and
practices to examine culture in all its complex forms and to analyze the social and historical
context in which culture manifests itself. The course will cover areas as diverse as politics,
psychology, post-modernism, and subjects that don’t even begin with ‘p’. The student will
learn to make connections and examine problems and situations from more than one angle.

• A new world disorder: Economy, technology, and social class; deconcentration
and deindustrialisam, globalisation, the State, politics, and new social movements

• Subjectivity and Identity: Self-identity as a project, the politics of identity

• Nation and nationalism: National identities, diaspora and hybrid identities,
media, race and representation, postcolonial culture

• Sex, subjectivity, and representation: Sex, gender, and identity; women and
feminism, men and masculinity, gender and media culture

• Television and audiences: News and ideology: putting reality together; soap
opera: watching Corrie, watching Eastenders; Global electronic culture

• Youth, style, and resistance: Youth subcultures; youthful difference: class,
gender, race; youth and digital media; creative consumption

• Cultural politics and cultural policy: Difference, citizenship, and the public
sphere, the cultural policy debate, private identities and public politics.
